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On August 26th, 2018, we gathered on the east side of the Benedict Center for the 
blessing of the building site that would be the focus of Phase I of our Capital Cam-
paign From Generation to Generation. Our goal was threefold: 
 
1) increase the square footage we use for gathering and learning, as well as retrofit 
our meeting spaces to be better suited to our meeting and gathering needs; 
 
2) upgrade our facilities so that they are ADA-compliant and accessible to all. This 
will include the replacement of an unusable elevator with one that allows visitors of 
all abilities access to the Benedict Center and all that it offers; 
 
3) improve electrical and plumbing systems, ensure fire safety and security and up-
grade the technological capabilities of our campus.
